Old Dalian Proteas bloom
- but it’s no go for Bobo

WHAT a year it’s been for Old Dalian cricketers Makhaya
Ntini and Monde Zondeki and rughy player Gcobani Bobo!
A year of highs and lows, of international success and

bitter disappointment.

A cricket dream came true for Dale College when
the two fast bowlers took the field together for
South Africa in the World Cup. Makhaya Ntini
had emerged as a key strike ﬁowler in the SA
attack and his Border team-mate, Monde Zondeki,
as a potential star of the future,

And on the rugby field Geobani Bobo, who
learnt the game during several years at Dale,
became the first Rastafarian Springbok in this
yeat’s Tri-nations tournament and was later select-
ed for 5A's World Cup squad,

But for both Zondeki and Bobo came shattering
blows. Zondeki, after excelling surprisingly as a
No 8 batsman in his debut Test, was injured while
bowling and had to leave the field. Then Bobo saw
his dreams crash when he was injured and ruled
out of the World Cup.

All three players had already overcome serious
setbacks on and off the field in their sporting
careers. Zondeki was injured — first in a World Cup
game and then in a car accident and Bobo in a
rugby match last year. Ntini had bounced back in
2000 after surviving a controversial legal ordeal.

Here, on these pages, are their stories of

success and setbacks:
WHEN MAKHAYA NTINT was plucked from a
rural village near King William'’s Town and sent to
Dale few thought that five years later he would be
playing cricket for South Africa = and driving a
Mercedes. He was the first African player to repre-
sent his country at cricket. Since then, with new-
found pace, he has grown in stature and devel-
oped into a potential successor to the great Allan
Donald.

Highlights in his international career have
included being the leading wicket-taker in the
2000-2001 Test series against New Zealand and
Man of the Series against Pakistan in 2002.

But his supreme achievement came in the
Second Test against England this year when he
became the first South African to take ten wickets
at Lord's in London. His name is on the board in
the home of cricket. In a memorable moment, cap-
tured on TV screens and in newspapers around
the world, he kissed the hallowed Lord’s turf.

In the later Tests Ntini proved expensive but in
the Fourth Test at Headingley he emulated his Old
Dalian colleague in a fighting last wicket partner-
ship with Gary Kirsten.

In the Fifth Test (which SA lost at the Oval) he
hit a low point when he was carted for two suc-
cessive sixes by the high-scoring Andrew Flintoff
and captured one solitary second-innings wicket
for 129 runs. Nevertheless he finished the tour
with the most Test wickets in either SA or England
side and achieved further success on the recent
Pakistan tour, taking 12 wickets in the five one-day
internationals.

+ When he came to Dale in 1993 Makhaya could
hardly speak English. Now he is confident yet
diplomatic in radio and television interviews, He
is one of only five SA players ranked in the A plus
category of nationally contracted cricketers.

* Makhaya has become a role mode} in schools
among the black community. When he was inter-
viewed on 702 talk radio in September a Gauteng
headmaster phoned in to say his cricket teamn was
called the “Makhaya Ntird Strikers” and invited
him to visit the school.

THEY call him “All Hands” (“All hands on
deki”).

Monde Zondeki came to Dale in Std 1 after
spending two years in exile in Zambia with his
uncle Steve Tshwete, who later became a
Cabinet Minister.

In his final year he was not only playing first
team cricket but centre for the First XV,
Advised by Tshwete he decided to concentrate
on cricket and joined the Border Bears. (That
didn’t stop him and fellow fast bowler
Makhaya Ntini playing in the Sevens rugby
tournantent at the 2002 Dale Reunion.)

After an impressive performance for South
Africa A last year, Monde made his interna-
tional debut in a limited-overs match in
Bloemfontein and dismissed Sri Lankan
Marvin Atapattu with his first ball.

Chosen to represent SA in the World Cup,
he took the field on February 27 with Makhaya
Ntini against Canada - appropriately on their
home ground in Fast London. It was their first
international appearance together,

In the first dismissal of the Canadian
innings, Mondeki held a catch off Makhaya's
bowling. Brought on to bowl later he once
again claimed a wicket with his first ball.

But four days later, in a World Cup match
against Sri Lanka in Durban, he left the field
with a leg injury after bowling only six overs
for 35 runs. )

Soon after the World Cup he fractured his
shoulder in a car accident which put him out of
cricket for four months {see story on Page 2).

Monde recovered remarkably to join the SA
squad for the Test series against England. At
21, he was the youngest in the side. Rated a
faster bowler than Ntini, he impressed in
warm-up matches and was chosen for the
Fourth Test at Leeds.

There he surprised all with a defiant half
century in a record eight-wicket partnership
with Gary Kirsten to save SA from a first-
innings collapse. * ToPage 2

SHATTERED BOBO

A cool goodbye to his World Cup dream

OLD DALIAN Springbok centre Geobani Bobo
was clearly stunined, but remarkably restrained
about the knee injury which knocked him out of
the World Cup. “I'm not too well,” he said.

“It's the second time this has happened and
while you can tell yourself that everything
happens for a reason, sometimes you have to
wonder,” he told The Star’s rugby writer Kevin
McCallum. But he added: “This is the path I
have chosen in my life and you never know
when things are going to go wrong. It could
have happened no matter wiat."

For the second time in 19 months he had torn
an anterior cruciate ligament — this time in a Bok
“warm-up” match against the Free State
Cheetahs weeks before jetting off to Australia.

The first time (in March 2002) it was the right
knee; now it was the left.

Bobo was even more philosophical when
speaking to journalists in Durban. “Funnily
though, I'm cool with this,” he said.

“You have to have a fatalistic approach to life.
Life is a journey. This is my journey, nobody
else’s. 1 have to take life as it comes and deal
with it. I was very excited about the World Cup
but it is not meant to be. That is life.”

Instead of possible World Cup glory, the 24-
year-old twinkled-toed centre had to settle for a
slot as a studio guest commentator on
Supersg_lort TV, followed by flying to Perth to
watch the big game against England.

With him, ironically, was Jean de Villiers, the
Western Province centre whe replaced him —

The crash: I was lucky, says Monde

» Writing for TransDale, GISHMA ABRA-
HAMS tells of Monde Zondeki’s remarkable
recovery after he injured his shoulder in a car
accident in March.

MONDE ZONDEKI was travelling from East
London to King William’s Town when the driver
lost control and hit a wall.

The fracture in his left clavicle kept him inac-
tive for at least ten weeks and he could not play
cricket for four months.

Determine to return to his career Monde vigor-
ously built up strength. Once the fracture healed
he received intensive physiotherapy and rehabil-
itation from Border physiotherapist Greg King.

TransDale caught up with Monde while the
South African team was touring England: “I was
lucky in a way as this type of injury can threaten
a career,” said Monde, (who celebrated his 21st
birthday on July 25 with his team-mates).

While recovering he missed the SA A tour to
Australia and the triangular one-day internation-
al (ODD) series in England. Considered fit
¢nough by the medical team, he joined the
national squad later in the tour.

He took five wickets for 64 in 11 overs against
Somerset and a few against India A in warm-up
matches for the Tests against England.

“I am happy with my bowling so far” said
Monde, the soft-spoken lanky Border Bear who

THE QUIET MAN

MAKHAYA NTINI and Monde Zondeki have
much in common but are quite different in
temperament, sportswriters have observed.

“Ntini is an exuberant extrovert,” wrote Colin
Bryden of the Sunday Times. “Zondeki is quiet
spolcen fo the extent that some have worried that
he has the drive to success at the highest level.”

Michael Owen-Smith of Independent News-
papers wrote: “He must be the most softly-
spoken fast bowler of all time. That has already
troubled Makhaya Ntini.

“Man, he hasn’t got a temper. You have to have
a temper to be a good fast bowler,” said Makhaya.

hails from the rural village of Peclton.

At Dale College, he had two sporting passions
~ cricket and rugby. But after a rugby injury
hospitalised him for three days, his late uncle
and guardjan, Steve Tshwete, former Minister
of Sport and Recreation, suggested he should
pursue cricket instead.

Monde said, “I thought I’d have a much better
chance at cricket any way as there were more
opportunities.” He believes his place in the
national squad would make his uncle proud.

Bobo began as a prop forward at Dale,
switched to flank in gne Under 15s and was
rated “the find of the season” in the first team a
year later. Still only 16, he was chosen as vice-
captain of the Border Schools B team and played
for the A side in the1996 Craven Week.

After moving to Rondebosch High he played
for Western Province in the 1997 Craven Week
and captained SA Schools, Differences later
arose with Province over his religion and
lifestyle and he was thrown a lifeline by the
Golden Lions, There the dreadlocked Bobo
rame back as an elusive, side-stepping centre.

But, after a brilliant start in 2002, he tore knee
ligaments in a Super 12 game for the Cats in New
Zealand (on Dunedin’s “House of Pain”) and
was out for the rest of the season. “Things hap-
pen for a reason,” he told Kevin MeCallum then.

Back this year after corrective surgery and
months of rehabilitation, he rejoined the Cats for
the Super 12 and showed glimpses of his old bril-
liance and won his first Bok cap against Scotland.

Bobo feels that the injury is nat as bad as his
right knee was last year, He can walk and has
better stability and says he feels quite strong.

Now it's back to the rehab, drawing boarg for
Bobo, the first Rastafarian Springbok who was
“raring’ to go go” as headlined in last year's
TransDale. It was not to be, but we wish him
well. Things happen for a reason,

But, for the second time in his brief interna-
tional career, Monde broke down while bowl-
ing. After just 11 deliveries he left the field
with a side strain, He returned but bowled just
three overs in the second innings and did not
play in the final Test.

The SA selectors chose him for a “Super
Sixes” series later in the year, but relegated
him to the South African A side against Sri
Lanka. Here his high point was taking six
wickets for 37 runs to help clinch the series for
his team,

It's been a rough ride for Monde, but if he
can avoid recurrent injuries he will remain one
of SA’s brightest fast-bowling prospects. -
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Great to see you again, Makhaya!

ROB HENSEN, a former Dale
College teacher who coached

Makhaya Ntini at the college in
the mid-1990s, has told of an
exciting “reunion” meeting with
Ntini on the recent tour of
England. “it was a wonderful
experience,” he said.

Roh met Makhaya and feliow O!d
Dalian SA cricketer Monde Zondeki
at Derby, where the tourists played
a warm-up game against Derby-
shire. Derby is close to Abbots-

Through a Derbyshire cricket
official who is chairman of the Old
Abbotshelmian  Association, he
was introduced to Goolam Raja,
the SA manager,

Raja then calted Makhaya over
and this is how Rob described their
meeting:
© Makhaya's reaction was won-
derful (as if he had just taken a
wicketl), He threw his hands in the
air and was beaming from ear to
ear (like only Makhaya can).

He hugged me and was gen-
uinely excited to see me. [ felt quite
important in front of a faitly big
group of people that had gathered.

He treated me as if I was the
celebrity. I was relieved as I had
been concerned that he may not
have remembered me.

When 1 said it was wonderful to
see him again, the first thing he
said was, “INDEED! (If you have
ever heard Makhaya being inter-
viewed you will know that it's his
favourite word.)

Makhaya ordered coffee and we
satin the VIP lounge for at least an
hour. We spoke about Dale days,
his life and his cricket.

He spoke openly and encour-
aged me to keep asking questions.
“You people must know these
things,” he said.

When we were in Australia on
the 1995 Dale cricket tour we met
the England cricket team at the
WACA in Perth. I photographed
the Dale boys and Graham Gooch,
with Makhaya standing next to
him. {Gooch holds the record for
the highest score, 333, at Lord’s,
where Makhaya recently took ten
wickels.)

I thought it was quite a signifi-
cant photograph and gave
Makhaya a copy. He immediately
picked up the significance and
was delighted. He just kept say-
ing, “Memories, memaories.”

We spoke about the (Australian)
tour and he asked about Graham
Nolan {ancther former Dale
teacher) who was the tour manag-
er and also about Deon Boshoff,
Mickey Paterson and Gavin
Bishop (all teachers he remem-
bered from his Dale days).

So even celebrities remember
their teachers! The highlight of his
careet, he said, was his ten-wicket
haul at Lord's. He went back to
Lord’s the following Saturday
when (fellow SA cricketer)
Andrew Hall was playing for
Worcestershire.

He told the management he
wanted to watch Hall play but his
main reason for going was to check
that they had put his name on the
honours board! His was only the
tenth name to go down as having
taken ten wickets in a match at
Lord’s.

He said he loved East London
and will never leave; he misses his
son and wife terribly and that he
had been to every cricket playing
country in the world except
Pakistan and New Zealand.

Nene of them compared to
South Africa, he told me. He also
said he was still struggling to get
personal sponsorships because of
the “rape story” of 2000 (when
Ntini was convicted and later
acquitted on appeal), but that
things were slowly getting better.

He spoke a lot about “the worst
year of my life” and asked me
whether I thought he was the type
of person who would do some-
thing like that?

Makhaya has a fantastic sense
of humour and we laughed a lot,
He told me how hard they prac-
tised, how lucky he had been to
have been relatively injury-free,
How frustrating it was when he
had to bat with a recognised batter
because then he could not play his
natural game. When I asked him
what this was, he said: “To hit
every ball as hard as I can,”

When I told Makhaya that I
remembered Monde Zondeki
from Dale Junior he went fo call
him. I was stunned when Monde
said he remembered me from
when 1 visited Andrew and
Michelle Thompson (teachers) at
Dale Junior years ago {they now
live and teach in Falmouth,
Cornwall). Monde is also a very
polite guy and easy to talk to.®

Makhaya, Monde and other SA
cricketers signed autographs for
Rob and Ntinl then called SA captain
Graeme Smith over for a “brief
chat.” Rob continues his story:

@/ congratulated Graeme on what
he had achieved. He is very humble
and a really nice guy. Maldlaﬁa

‘asked me to tell Graeme that

(Makhaya) had INDEED scored a
century on our Dale tour of
Australia. Makhaya says no one
wants to believe him!

I am amazed at how Makhaya's
English has improved - it is excel-
lent, considering how little English
he could speak eight years ago.

Many around the ground were
talking about him, how he spent
hours in the rain the previous day
bowling to the little kids, how he
was always ready to chat and sign
autographs.

“Ntini and his team-mates are a
credit to their country,” T overheard
an elderly man say.

It really was a fantastic day.

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Pressing ahead
amid pressure

DESPITE mounting state pressure, particularly over staffing,
Headmaster James Haupt remains upbeat about the future of
Dale. “We are still intent on achieving World Class,” he told
TransDale.”

“However, parents must realise that they will have to pay more to
receive the same, not necessary better service as in the past. One is limit-
ed by the staff you can appoint and herein lies the great weakness of our
system.

“The crux of the matter is that we cannot replace departmental staff
who leave our schools as there is no (departrnentat) bulletin in which to
advertise and every staff member leaving has to be replaced by a gov-
erning body, parent paid, teacher.”

The Headmaster added: “Before you think we have given up, I can
assure you we have not — but you must be aware of the immense pres-
sures we have on us at present over which we have no control.

“We will continue to give 110% in our quest to provide the education
we believe our children should receive.” :

Explaining the pressure the college faced, Mr Haupt said:

“We are still unable to appoint staff from an open bulletin and expect
the next bulletin to aa];Eear only next year.

“It appears as if staffing ratios will cause us to lose our two excess posts
which means that we are only allocated 14 departmentally paid staff
members in future. Also, we cannot appoint substitute staff at present.

“We could lose further senior posts at the college based on our num-
bers, but this is at present being addressed by the unions.

“Qver the past five years teachers’ fraining colleges have disappeared
and universities are no longer training suitable staff in the critical subject
areas, particularly at senior scheol level. Many staff are leaving for over-
seas posts which pay better.

“Private schools are now feeling the pinch and are attracting our top

upils as their normal pupil market has been eroded by emigration and
Eig fees — they are openly approaching our pupils with bursaries.

“Private schools are alse attracting our top staff as their supply of suit-
able staff acquired in the past is also dwmdﬁng‘

“We have lost Miss Delia Daniels to a top private school in Gauteng,

“Administration of the new GETC (General Education and Training
Certificate) and FET (Further Education and Training) syllabuses is still
very haphazard, yet a reality with the first Grade 9s receiving their cer-
tificates this year.

“We therefore have two exit points at senior schools which have to be
administered and in both of these the Curriculum 2005 principles of
Continuous Assessment is a prerequisite — very taxing on the teachers
and many are beginning to show signs of severe stress.”

REMOVAL OF RELIGIOUS ELEMENT IN SCHOOLS

RESPONDING to reported Government moves, the Headmaster said:
“Dale has shown a high degree of tolerance in all such matters aver the
years and I really think that this issue has been blown out of proportion.
“Nothing has changed at the college in this regard. Staff are assigned
assemblies and no one is forced to read from the Bible.
“Normally the message accompanying the reading comes from

A ray of hope in
turbulent times

“DALE is the greatest success story in the country
regarding mulli-cultural education. We are the ray of
hope in a couniry battling to come to grips with the mas-
sive changes which have come in a short space of ltime.”

Headmaster James Haupt gave this positive message to the
Old Dalian Union's Johannesburg branch at its annual lunch.
“Dale - this wonderful school — is alive and well,” he said.

“The college has lost nothing of its ability to produce the men
of the future, those required to play arolein puglic life or sport.”

But the fact that Dale was “the most progressive school in the multi-
cultural stakes” did not receive the recognition it deserved.

“Dale’s enormous success is not counting in its favour as we are seen
to have hijacked the top sportsmen from the township schools at their

expense.”

g/lr Haupt said Dale’s strength lay in two very important areas:

» The powerful voice of Old Dalians in influential places. “The time is
near when we will have to call on you to rise up and defend your her-
itage. We are in the midst of turbulent times ... Our traditional State
boys’ schools are under serious threat.”

+ The traditions instilled in our boys. “Dalians, black and white, are true
gentlemen, proud of their heritage and willing to defend it at all costs.”

The Headmaster called on Old Dalians to “rekindle that bond between
yourselves and the boys, regardless of their colour and to take on the
powers that be. The same heart that fired you to succeed at Dale on the
sports field still beats in those young men we teach and they are fully
worthy of your support in difficult times,

“You can be proud of the new breed of Dalian: Do not even think of
looking at the colour of his skin. He is as good as any Dalian who has
gone before him. The colour may have changed but the heart beats
strongly — I do not doubt my boys.”

“We are the pioneers at t{ua cutting edge of multi-cultural education
a.n? )ﬁnow that where we have already been most schools will still have
to follow.”

THE BRAIN DRAIN: Teacher flow drying up

THE stream of qualified teachers
entering the profession in South
Africa is becoming “a mere trickle,”
says Headmaster James Haupt,
reporting on two educational con-
ferences he attended in August-
September,

The boys’ state schools headmas-
ters’ conference was held in Johan-
nesburg and the SA Onderwysers
Unie headmasters’ conference in
Port Elizabeth.

In a letter to Dale College parents
giving his impressions, Mr Haupt
said it amazed him how similar the
concerns and problems were at
different schools.

“A recurring theme was that of
the importance of maintaining stan-
dards against a steadily crumbling
support system, marrying the expec-
tations of the past and the realities
of the present and the future.”

He found it shocking that about
150 colieges of education had
stopped functioning in the past five
years, drying up the stream of
suitably qualified teachers entering
the profession.

One became extremely confused
when ...

* Wits University could boast only
one or two maths and science
graduates intended for the teaching

profession each gear.
» The head of the university’s
education faculty had indicated
that the profession had oufpriced
itself — as middle-class parents
could no longer afford to send a
child to train as a teacher.

“Long gone are the teaching
bursaries of the past — the once-
strong stream of qualified teachers
is sadly becoming a mere trickle,”
said the Headmaster.

The Headmaster said many
trained teachers, fed up with being
blocked from securing posts in the
public sector, had sought to further
their careers in pounds and dollar

terms abroad.

Aids was beginning to affect the
supply of teachers. One of the few
surviving top colleges of education
had reported one student death
every month from Aids.

Mr Haupt appealed to parents to
“be part of the solution” by sup-
porting the school in its efforts to
provide the best possible education.

“It is imperative that we appreci-
ate quality staff who are still in
the teaching profession working
against all odds to provide the stan-
dards they have always been used
to and that they are comfortable
with.”
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Presby to be a
newboy hostel

PATERSON HOUSE will hopefully reodlien as a hostel for Grade 8
newboys next year. The boys will have their meals at Frank Joubert
House, which already also feeds boarders from College House

Headmaster James fiaupt said the move had been approved earlier
this year by the Governing Body. Zane Hagemann, superintendent of
Presby when it was closed as a hostel last September, will be in charge,
assisted by the staff living there.

“Councillors will be housed in the single rooms and the boys will be
in the top dormitories. We would like to introduce some form of cubicle
system in the Presby dorms.”

The move would “make it much easier to market the college to
prospective parents, with initiation and bullying being continuing
bugbears we must now put behind us. Bullying after hours has been a
constant problem and we hope to curtail this through separation.

“The idea is eventually to transform the prep-room and the dining-
tootn into a lecture theatre/ conference room for which it has been used
during the past 18 months.” :

Mr Haupt said funding for upgrading hostels remained a problem.
News was awaited from Anglo American, which had been approached
for support,

TECHNOLOGY

DALIANS are doing interesting work at the Design and Technology
Centre directed by Andre Wood, an experienced teacher in this field.

The boys have built a petrol-driven three-wheel vehicle, known as the
‘Team Trike, which has made a number of trips around the school grounds.

With generous donations from local firms, woodwork matries construct-
ed the trike from a motor-cycle, fat tyres from a quad bike, Mazda 323 disc
brakes, a Mazda seat, round bar and aluminium tread plating for the {inish.

The centre now has nine computers with CAD (Computer Assisted
Drawing) programmes bought from Britain.

COMPUTER CENTRE

DIRECTED by Jayne Cansfield, head of computers, top subject software
has been bought to assist instruction, especially in maths. Jayne runs the
college website (www.dalecollege.co.za).

"T%le computer centre is looking great and working fantastically,” says
Jayne. “Thirty new 1.7GHZ Clearness were installed over the April holi-
days and have been put to maximum use.”

The ITSI Curriculum is well under way. All the Grade 10-12 bays who
wrote their external Mock MS Word 2000 and M5 Word 2000 exams have
passed.

Three staff members, Alf Thomen, Wayne Rademan and Gavin Jones
have attended weekly training courses and have passed their external MS
Word 2000 exams.

OUT OF BOUNDS EDUCATION

OVER weekends boys have been skydiving, river-rafting, water-skiing,
abseiling, surfing, snorkelling and fishing. Andre Wood has been in charge
of these Adventure Club activities.

The Dale skydivers are the first school group to include two young
Xhosa jumpers Kenneth Mahebe (headboy of Frank Joubert) and Budgie
Diya. 6ther skydivers included Gautengers Brett Fyfer, Matthew Eglinton
and Christopher Chidgey. The skydiving takes place in Grahamstown.

River-rafting on the Fish River at Cradock was done in inflatable canoes
and equipped with safety helmets, life jackets, ropes and back-up crews
were on standby, Matthew and Christopher also took part in this activity.

A fishing trip was taken to Port 5t John's. The adventurers survived on
a diet of crawfish, catfish, blacktail fish, avocado pears, pecan nuts,
bananas and naartjies - a few loaves of bread.

whichever source is most encouraging to the boys and is seen as moti-
vational literature.

“We have had readings from various religious beliefs, including some
Muslim readings by one or two boys which were well received.

"One has to be careful that you show tolerance and do not overreact
in any way. The majority, however, a¢cept the formal Christian message
as we have known it over the years.

“It is important to note that most of our black parents are devout
Christians. Fbelieve they expect us to continue as we have in the past in
our religious observance.

“We do, however, on occasion sing some of our hymns in assembly in
Xhosa - this is usually well received - and the occasional prayer in
Xhosa.

“We could easily do the same in Afrikaans, I am waiting anxiously for
our Afrikaans Department to initiate this — most of our hoys take
Afrikaans as their 2nd language and not Xhosa, mainly because the
latter is a terribly difficult subject to master.”

GOVT BAN ON TEACHERS SMOKING IN SCHOOLS

RESPONDING to reported moves on this issue, the Headmaster said:

“We have attempted to move in this direction over the past three years
and have a room in the school where staff may smoke and work.

“This is intended to ensure that the real “a!dicts’ are able to function
and carry on working in their free periods — some staff would really
suffer withdrawal symptoms and become totally unproductive.

“At break times the smokers smake outside the staff room and I am
not aware of this taking place elsewhere.

“We seem to have moved in this direction in a reasonably trouble-free
manner. I do believe that the ideal would eventually be to remove the
smokers’ ‘office’ too.”

IT WAS a Reunion with innovations, most of
them well planned.

Amid thunderous disco music and
a vibrant atmosphere conversation was difficult
but old friendships were renewed and new ones
forged. The music and a late-night Dale War Cry
were heard many kilometres away.

What if we did lose the match? We had
thrashed Queen’s the previous weekend and
Selborne would get their comeuppance some
time. And, as is often said after defeat, well, it's
only a game!

After overnight rain, the Sunday Memorial
Service was held, for the first time, not in the
Hallowed Courtyard, but in the college hall. Old
Daliar: national president Paul Smit, in a dual
role, presided over the service.

The Changing of the Guard and wreath-laying
ceremonies were performed, not at the War
Memorial, but indoors. From outside the hall,
1963 Dale bugler Charles Castle of Benoni sound-
ed the Last Post and the Reveille. Graham
Cowley of the East London Caledonian Pipe
Band piped the National Anthem for his third
successive year.

It was an impressive, different occasion, a
tribute to superb re-organisation at short notice
by the Old Dalian and school leadership.
Contingency planm'n%paid off.

As the tumult of the Reunion subsided, Old
Dalian stalwart John Gouverneur, recovering
bravely from a partial leg amputation and
months in hospital, hosted his now-traditional
lunch for Dale Family friends. It was a fitting end
to a mernorable weekend.
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PASTOR PAUL SMIT is only the third Old
Dalian to serve twice as national president.
With characteristic modesty, he says: “This is
a real honour to be among those names. [
just hope my second term does not indicate
an absence of anyone else to play this role!”

Old Dalian Union PRO Jack Rosenberg's
terms were 20 years apart (in 1962 and 1982),
Farmer and cricket star Sid Knott served in
successive years (1987 and 1988). Paul’s first
term was in 1998,

He is also only the second church minister
to lead the Old Dalian Union. The Rev Frank
(Tanner) Sutton held the office in 1928 while
he was Headmaster of Dale College.

Paul, a former teacher and hockey star, is
pastor of the Ebenezer Baptist Church in
King William's Town. His wife Rose, a for-
mer teacher at Dale Junior, is now vice-prin-
cipal at the town’s Central Primary School.
They have three children, Alison, aged 11,
and Danica, 8, at Kaffrarian Primary School,
and two-year-old Simeon — like his dad’s, a
good Biblical name.

When first inducted as president Paul
modestly described himself as a schoolboy
“drop-out” and told his dinner audience:
“You will not find my name on any honours
board here.” Yet he played first team hockey
for four years and for Border Schools. At
centre-half in his final year he captained the
first team and won a prize for “promise and
performance.” He also represented the
Border Under 21 hockey side for three years
and was captain in his Iast year. Some “drop-
out!”

After matriculating, he studied for three
years at the Port Elizabeth Teachers’ College,
where he was SRC chairman. He took his
Higher Education Diploma at the Cape Town
Teacher’s College.

Later, after army service, he taught at
Excelsior Industrial School in King
William’s Town for two years and at Dale
Junior for a further two.

A turning point in Paul’s life came when
he joined the Ebenezer Baptist Church in
1993, He obtained a Bachelor of Theology
degree and a Licentiate in Theology through
the Baptist International Theological
Society. In 2000 he obtained a Master of
Philosophy degree through Stellenbosch
University, with emphasis on Bible skills.

Paul comes from an educational and reli-
gious family background. His father is Mr

TV (Viv) Smit, a former Baptist pastor who
was one of Dale Headmaster Colin
Thomson's three vice-principals and later
senior vice-principal. His mother Wanda
taught at Kaffrarian High School.

Viv Smit was also the school’s teacher psy-
chologist - a role to which he was well suit-
ed after his years as a minister before joining
the Dale staff in 1972,

“This background enabled him to under-
stand and counsel many boys through diffi-
cult periods in their lives,” reported the Dale
College Magazine, which described him as
“a teacher psychologist par excellence ...
remembered for his wit, endless anecdotes
and tremendous oratory.” He left Dale in
1980 to become a clinical psychologist in
East London and moved on promotion five
years later to Cape Town where he retired in
1990.

Viv and Wanda live in Pinelands. “Dad
keeps active by Fainting and playing key-
board,” says Paul. “Both spend many hours
doing puzzles, reading and pottering in the
garden.”

As a day-boy at Dale for nine years Paul
was an adventurous lad, prone to occasional
mischievous escapades. Barry de Blocg, a
schoolboy friend for all those years, recalls
how they once “borrowed” Paul's father’s
car for a jaunt to East London to see girl-
friends. Paul topped up the petrol tank on
their return to throw his dad off the scent,
says Barry, who now lives in Randburg,

Keen motor-cyclists, Barry and Paul used
to drive unlicensed in and out of town un
their 50 cc bikes. They drove to the licensing
department to become licensed and then to
the magistrate’s offices to collect the docu-
ments. Larks like these occurred while Viv
Smit was one of the headmaster’s right-hand
men.

At 40, Paul remains a down-to-earth Qld
Dalian, a man of strong religious convic-
tions, of remarkable sincerity and humility.
Like his eloquent father, he is a gifted and
witty public speaker. He tells a good story
and can be both light-hearted and serious to
suit the occasion and the audience.

At this crucial time in the life of the ODU,
Paul is more determined than ever to revive
the union he has already served well. He
deserves the support of Old Dalians and
friends of Dale. His goals are outlined on
Page 10.

‘The choice remains ours: No God, no peace, know God, know peace’

THESE dramatic, closing words summed up the
message of Pastor Paul Smit at the 2003 Reunion
Memorial Service.

After saluting the Old Dalians who gave their
lives in seeking peace and defending their coun-
try, he had words of comfort for their families
and friends. Today we were enjoying the free-
doms for which these men had died, he said.

In a challenging address, the ODU's new
national president spoke of mankind’s apparent-
ly futile pursuit of peace in many spheres of life.

Peace, however, could be found through know-
ing the “Prince of Peace, Jesus Christ.”

There were two obvious things about war,
said Pastor Paul:
* There had never been a moment in history
without wars, conflicts and skirmishes some-
where on earth; and ...
¢ In any conflict at least one of the participants
was fighting for peace. The human race seemed
set for a future without peace — even if there
were 10 wars.

There were “wars in marriages, wars between
parents and children, wars with in-laws, wars in
the labour market, wars with debt, poverty and
disease.” Health, money, fame and fortune never
guaranteed peace.

“l cannot offer you any guarantees in the
Word of God that you will not experience war
and conflicts in your life ... but I can from the
Word of God, offer you the Prince of Peace, Jesus
Christ of whose government and peace there is
no end! The choice remains ours ,,.”

President Paul Smit aims to combat that negative image
Get the good news out about Dale

o PAUL SMIT spells out his goals for his second term as
national president of the Old Dalian Union. This article
combines an interview with TransDale and extracts from
his Reunion induction address.

QUR biggest challenge is to change perceptions among Old
Dalians and the general public about Dale’s status since it
became a school that represents our country rather than the

white minority.

We seem very strong at Reunions but quite different during
the year. This is probably my biggest concern. It's an uphill slog
to try to motivate, contact and get support from the thousands of

Old Boys out there.

Time and again | come across a great deal of
negativity with talk like: “The ratios ave ail
wrong ... the discipline is down the tube, the
hostels are crummy.”

The facts are quite different. The results in
the classroom and on the sports fields remain
exceptional and speak for themselves. Why are
many Old Dalians not able to accept this?

My mission this year is to try to change these
negative perceptions. The only way to do so is
by spreading information first to Old Boys,
then the general community.

My main project is to update and entarge our
database, With only about 10 per cent or less of
Old Dalians in our systems, and many of those
with outdated details, it’s not easy to get the
news of Dale to those who matter — the Old
Boys, their wives and their sons.

With a reasonably good database, we could
get the good news out, get the support in and
begin to be a force of support for our headmas-
ters and schools.

Another positive spin-off from a more thor-
ough database would be financial support. In
my 13 years on the national executive we have
not been able to speak with any degree of clout.

With many more Old Boys on board and
with financial and other support behind us we
can and will make positive input into the life of
the school.

» Discussing the Old Dalian 2000 Club
raffle, which has replaced the membership
subscription system, Paul Smit said:

THE SCHEME has been enormously success-
ful, considering that about five times the num-
ber of usual subs supporters bought into the
raffle idea.

Another spin-off has been the new and
renewed contacts made through ticket sales.
The raffle is taking place again this year. I
would urge the national executive to re-look at
this once we have a more substantial database.

Another thought is the possibility of aggres-
sively promoting the Johannesburg branch’s
concept of a monthly debit order some time in
the future.

If only 2 000 Old Dalians bought a raffle tick-
et for K100, with half given away (in prize
money) we could set up the office for five

ears, If we could adopt the Johannesburg

ranch idea and sign up 2 000 debit orders at
R20 a month we could sponsor 35 boys at Dale,
or pay off an astro-turf hockey pitch in a couple
of years, or buy a new tractor when needed, or
fix up Presby ...

This cannot happen as long as we do not
have people to contact. The last 40 years or so

must have yielded around 4000 Old Boys.
Where are they now? If we can just get half of
the Old Boys hooked on our mailing list and
half of them supporting us somehow, we will
be in a very good position indeed.

It’s a lot easier to be critical than correct. My
appeal to Old Boys is: Cut the criticism, get
your details to the office, recruit those you
meet, or at least send us their details so we can
get the facts out regularly, until Old Dalians
again begin to believe in Dale.

s Questioned by TransDale about the dis-
turbing decline in the number of boarders at
Dale, and how the ODU could help to stem
the tfide, the national president said:

1 THINK that (former president) Grant
Turnbull’s “Adopt a Dalian” drive in Johannes-
burg is great, Once we get the tax-relief impli-
cations sorted out, this idea will help to lift the
boarding aspect of Dale, The ODU is the cata-
l)lrlst for this project and I will certainly keep it
alive.

1 do not believe we have to accept that Dale
will become a small-town day school. But as
long as Oid Dalians refuse to see the good in
the “new” Dale, and they continue to choose
some of our less-integrated rival schools for
their sons, we will struggle.

We have lots of work to do in promoting our
schools, getting the facts out, and changing the
false perceptions out there.

“Tt was all in God’s timing,” Kurt told me, “1
came back for my father’s funeral, but was also
offered a chance to meet old friends. It was part
of the closure for me that I could connect with
Dale College and King William’s Town again.

“l am now inspired to come back for my 25th
class reunion in 2005 (He matriculated in
1980.)

Kurt, who emigrated to New Zealand in 1994,
is a captain in Asian Express Airlines, flying
Boeing 727 freighters for DHL Worldwide
Express. They deliver freight overnight between
Australia and New Zealand and also do charter
work in the South Pacific.

Before flying home to Auckland the family
spent five days in the Kgalagadi Transfrontier
Park (formerly the Kalahari Gemshok Park) and
visited his old schoot friend Barry de Blocg and
his family in Gauteng.

“Earlier Jonathan and Hammah enjoyed a trip
down memory lane when 1 took them to the
farm where I grew up and showed them my
playgrounds etc,” he says.

His father, Moritz Frauenstein, had a trading
station on a farm at Tyata, about 30 km out of
King. Though not a Dalian, he was a keen
supporter and served on the school committee.

Kurt spent 12 years at Dale — from Sub A to
matric. Six other boys were with him in the same
class — Craig Sparg, Barry de Blocq, Pierre van
der Merwe, Mark Beard, Vivian %itdiers and
Derek Radue.

by an arm from a crosspiece. It gave me a scar |
still carry on my arm,” he says.

At school Kurt never enjoyed the academic
side much. He never bothered about maths as
he could not see where he would use it as an
adult. Later, after struggling through his pilot's
exams, he wished he could have mastered
maths at school.

Straight after leaving Dale Kurt went to New
Zealand for a year on a Rotary exchange schol-
arship. Through friends he met Marg on a blind
date.

Back home he did his two years’ National
Service in the SAAF but this did not include fly-
ing. His cadet training at Dale paid off and he
ended up a regimental instructor at Valhalla
(near Pretoria) getting airmen through their first
three months of basic training,

“But T had always been interested in flying
and took gliding lessons in King and Cathcart.

While working for Safair Freighters on the
ground he qualified privately as a commercial
pilot in 1988 and flew with the airline based in
Johannesburg. Later he flew in Angola.

In 1991 he returned to New Zealand on a visit
and met Marg again. They were married a year
later and after he emigrated they set up home in

Auckland in 1995 when Jonathan was born.
Hannah followed 15 months later.

“New Zealand is a peaceful country with
plenity more rain than I will ever get used to. It
is not too cold, though the warmer seasons are
shorter,” he says.

But Kurt admits: “I was born in Africa and
Africa is still my veins, You will never get Africa
out of my system. After this last trip I really
appreciated South Africa and enjoyed the vast
expanse of the arid regions near Upington.”

urt and Marg “home-school” Jonathan and
Hannah, who have never been to a registered
school. “Education in New Zealand is varied
now,” says Kurt. “Good standards and morals
are taught in some schools and not in others. It
all depends on who is at the top.

“Mazg, a former primary school teacher,
knows the standard and would like our children
to reach a higher level. They enjoy their mother
teaching them most things, but only dads can
teach certain things like %’mw to catch spiders
and scare the gitls.”

On last year’s visit to King, Marg was
impressed by the traditions at Dale, “It is a lot
like the school she had attended. She found the
boys full of respect and holding a good stan-
dard.”

As a former first-teamer Kurt watched this
year’s Reunion rugby “with enthusiasm,” but
was critical of the referee.

A salute to yesterday’s heroes ...

PAST Dale cricket captains spanning
more than 60 years returned to the play-
ing fields of Dale College to be honoured
at Reunion 2003.

They ranged from 1937 skipper Harold
Whitfield, who played for Border while
still at school and later became prominent
in golf as a player and administrator, to
Malibongwe Maketa (1998), the first black
cricketer to captain Dale.

Between them down the years were schoolboy
heroes like double Springbok Buster Farrer (1954),
near-Springbok Hylton Ackerman (1963-65), who
began playing first team cricket for Dale at age 12,
and other legends like fast bowler Sid (Dumile)
Knott (1951), and Gavin Busse (1958-59), who was
honoured at Reunion last year as a past rugby
skipper and in 2000 as a former headboy.

While still at Dale, William Stephen (Buster)
Farrer played for Border Schools at two Nuffield
Week tournaments and was capped for Border at
tennis. He made his first-class cricket debut for
Border at age 18 while awaiting his matric
results. Two years after leaving school he played
tennis at Wimbledon.

He 15 one of only three to have played cricket
and hockey for South Africa and only the second
double Springbok from Border. He has repre-
sented Border at six different sports — cricket,
hockey, tennis, squash, golf and table tennis. He
captained Border cricket teams in 23 provincial
matches.

In 1990 Buster played squash in Britain with
an over-50 years South African team. Now he
plays bowls.

For years the owner of a sports and clothing
shop in King William’s Town, he now lives at
Gonubie and leaves the day-to-day running of
the shop largely in the hands of his son Colin and
nephew Stephen. He was national president of
the Old Dalian Union in 1990.

Springs-born Hylton Ackerman was chosen
for the politically cancelled Springbok tour of
Australia in 1971-72 and played instead for the
substitute World Xl, scoring 112 on debut in
Brisbane. The youngest player to receive an SA
Schools cap, he played for this team for five
years, including a tour of England. He captained
SA Schools for two years .

He first played provincial cricket for Border at
16 and scored a century against the MCC while
still at school. He captained Western Province
and also represented North Eastern Transvaal
and Natal in the Currie Cup. In England he
played county cricket for Northamptonshire.

Malibongwe Maketa

Harold Whitfield played twice for the Border
senior side while still at Dale and scored 123
against Western Province. He topped the batting
averages during this time. (See Page 15.)

Gavin Busse is one of only three Dalians who
were headboy and captain of cricket and rugby
in the same year — a feat never equalled since. He
captained Border Schools at both cricket and
rugby in the same year and is the most capped
Dale rugby player of all time. He is regional
manager of a medical supplies firm in East
London.

Malibongwe Maketa {1998) was spotted at
Dale Junior as a star prospect by English cricket
professional coach Roy Palmer. A right-hand
batsman and medium-paced bowler, he played
for Dale firsts from age 14 in 1995 to 1998, cap-
tained Border Schools and played for SA Under
15s in the World Cup in July 1996. He now plays
for the Border Bears.

Sid Knott (1951), who farms near Kei Road,
played for SA Schools as well as the Border senior
side while still at Dale. In 49 matches for Border
during 14 seasons he took 194 wickets for 4 190
runs — an average of 21.59. His best bowling feat:
Seven for 34. In 89 innings he scored 1222 runs,
including two 50s. His highest score: 79.

Ray Ranger, cricket captain in 1974-75 and
rugby captain in 1975, also farms near Kei Road
and has chaired the Dale College Hostels
Comunittee, He captained Border Schools and
played for the senior Border side while still at
Dale and in 29 matches during the next ten years.

Others present who went on to play provincial
cricket included 1955 skipper Athol Hagemann
(Border), Ian (Jackie) Wainwright (1967-68) and

Nigel (Bun) Hopley (1973), headimaster of Muir
College, Uitenhage, whose father Carden (the
original Bun) captained Dale in 1939.

Nigel played for Dale firsts for three years and
for Border schools for two. He played for four
years for UPE and for SA Universities B and
Eastern Province B.

Athol Hagemann, a fast medium bowler,
played for Dale firsts for three years and cap-
tained the 1955 side that won the King William's
Town and District senior competition for the
fourth successive year.

In 30 matches during 12 seasons for Border he
took 86 wickets for 1 770 runs, an average of
20.58. His career best: Nine for 32,

One of the older captains honoured was 76-
year-old Hugh Mackenzie (1944), who graduat-
ed in civil engineering at UCT and made a life-
time career building roads in the Cape Province.

Other captains who attended included:

Kevin Busse (1956), elder brother of Gavin;
Malcolm Anderson (1953), a King William’s Town
attorney, Old Dalian Union past-president and a
member of the Dale Hostels Trust; Donald Searle
(1957), vice-captain of Border Schools, now a
Gauteng businessman and supporter of Old Dalian
and TransDale parents’ fund-raising functions, son
of Dale Headmaster and provincial cricketer
Russell Searle; Bernard O’Hagan (1962) from
Pretoria, who won honours in rugby at Dale, John
Durant (1966), Graham Stapleton (1972), a Cape
Town surgeon, David Lawson (1983), Peter
Menaghan (1988) Rory Kieck (1989) (see Where Are
They Now? page 37), Bradley Worth (1985),
Richard Bennet (1992), Mark Paterson (1993),
George Hammond (1994) and Mark Wainwright

HAROLD, 85, STILL

GOING STRONG

THE OLDEST former Dale cricket captain at
the 2003 Reunion was Harold Whitfield (1937),
who played for Border as a 17-year-old school-
boy. Now 85, his cricketing days are long past
but he's still playing golf up to three times
a week.

Harold's first game for Border was a friendly
against Western Province during the 1936-37 sea-
son. Later, after writing his matric, Harold was
on tour with the school team at Elliot in the
Eastern Cape when he was diverted to De Aar to

GRAHAM STAPLETON, back for his first
Reunion since he captained Dale at cricket in
1972, commented: It was interesting to see how
the school has changed and how it has stayed the
same.

“1 was very pleased to see that although the
demographics of the school have changed great-
ly, the same values and principles of good, solid
Anglo-Saxon education have been retained.

“It is clear to me that the future of Dale is as a
high-quality school reflecting the population
demographics of the country at large.”

Graham is now a medical specialist in hepatic
(liver) and pancreatic surgery in Cape Town, He
was deputy headbay of Dale in 1972 and played
for the first cricket team for two years. He played
for the first and second rugby team in his matric
year, but missed much of the season after frac-
turing a rib.

At UCT, he played for the first team as an
opening bowler, represented Western Province
Q?llts and was 12th man of the 5A Universities B
side.

After specialising in general surgery he spent
a few years at Groote Schuur and then two more
specialising further in Britain.

Graham, who moved up to senior cricket at
Dale with Nigel (Bun) Hopley and (later
Springbok) Ken Watson said: “It was great see-
ing Bun again but [ was sorry to miss Ken who I
believe was there on the Saturday.” He spent a
lot of time chatting to Hylton Ackerman who he
had played with and against in the Western
Province Premier League.

join the Border team to play Western Province in
Cape Town. There, in his first Currie Cup game,
he scored 123, which remained his highest score

many years

BERNARD O'HAGAN (1962 cricket captain and a
prefect in his matric year) came back to Dale for
the first time since 1965 and was amazed by the
changes. “It was an eye-opener,” he said.

Of the Reunion, he said: “It was brilliant, We
had a great time.”

He renewed friendships with former captains
like Harold Whitfield (1937) and Hylton
Ackerman (1963-65) who played under his cap-
taincy and took over the role from him.

Others included the Busse brothers, Kevin and
Gavin, Donald Searle and Johan {(“Zulu”) Durant,
“Harold Whitfield (an old family friend) sold me
my first hi-fi in East London,” he recalled.

Bernard played for Dale firsts in four sports —
cricket (for four years), rugby (two), tennis and ath-
letics, He was awarded honours for rugby, in which
he played under HO de Villiers in 1963 and was
chosen for Border Schools. The Dale Magazine of
that year described O'Hagan as “a (rughby) player of
great versatility - on occasion he played scrumhalf,
centre and almost any position in the pack with
equal facility. Was best as hooker.” As a cricketer his
fielding was described as “brilliant.”

After leaving school Bernard played three
rugby games for Border and for the Presidents’ XI
(a B provincial side} in Pretoria, where he also
played first league tennis and bowls and social
golf. He is regional manager of three liquor com-
panies in Pretoria.

At the Reunion he, Laurie and Roger Beadon
(1973 and 1980) donated their Dale colours blazers
to the Old Dalian Union and they now hang in the
President’s Room. Roger, who lives in Vorna
Valley, Gauteng, won his for swimming and
Laurie for athletics. Roger is technical compliance
manager for a gaming company.

in his first class career, He ended the season
top of the Border batting averages, (34.7 runs),
having scored 278 in eight innings.

His career was interrupted by the Second
World War, where Harold served in the Royal
Navy as a signalman and later a signals officer,
finally with the rank of lieutenant-commander.

While serving in a cruiser, he played cricket in
Aden in a Navy side captained by Prince Philip
against the RAF. The Prince, who later married
the future Queen Elizabeth, was then a midship-
man, “Bath of us scored centuries, but the field
was very small,” said Harold.

After the war he returned to Currie Cup crick-
et for Border until he retired in 1952.

Injured playing wing for the Dale first rugby
team, Harold had switched from pace bowling to
tossing up googlies. At school he finished his last
season gsecond in both the batting and bowling
averages, having earlier won the Victor Ludorum
award.

He ended his first-class career with a total
of 31 wickets at an average of 35.53. In 24
matches for Border he batted for 40 innings and
scored 726 runs, including his one century and
two 50s. |

Harold coached and managed Border cricket
sides for four years until 1958 before switching
te golf. He played for Barder for several years
and rose from captain and president of his club
to president of the Border Golf Union and final-
ly president of the SA Golf Union in 1986-88. He
managed two SA golf tours to Britain, one to
Switzerland and one home series against
Taiwan,

At best down to a two handicap, Harold is
now off a competitive 14, Still “pretty fit”, he
plays social and club competition golf two or
three times a week at the East London Golf Club,

Of the Reunion, he commented: “Unfortun-
ately there were none of my contemporaries
present — they must have all passed on,”

But he enjoyed chatting to former stars Buster
Farrer and Hylton Ackerman, who he recalls
used to come home during school holidays with
Harold's Dalian son Denis. Another was former
Dale skipper Sid Knott, who played for Border
while Harold was still around as player, coach
and manager. “It was good to see these chaps
again.”

“A salesman all my life,” Harold started his
own factory representatives business in East
London at age 27 after the war. He retains an
interest in Whitfield Agencies, run by his son-in-
law, Old Dalian Basil Schwulst (matric class
1968), who played rugby for Dale for four years.

IT WAS THE MORNING AFTER ... the
morning after the Old Dalian induction
dinner and a few other Reunion “thrashes”
that went on late. But that didn't deter 90 Old
Dalians and others from turning out to a
7 am breakfast, the first of its kind at a
Reunion.

They were not disappointed. Without a
note, Dale cricket legend Hylton Ackerman
entertained the audience for 40 minutes with
rapid-fire anecdotes of his days at Dale and
on cricket fields at home and abroad.

Ackie, who played for Dale firsts from the
age of 12 and later captained the team ... and
SA Schools, became “the Springbok who
never was”, He was chosen for the SA tour
of Australia in 1971-72, but the series was
called off for political reasons. After a long

cricketinﬁ career as a player, coach and
selector he is now a lively TV and radio
commentator.

Among the breakfast gathering at King
William’s Town’s Grosvenor Lodge were past
Dale cricketers, including himinaries like
Buster Farrer, a Springbok at cricket and
hockey, Ray Ranger, a former Border cricket
captain, and Sid Knott, an ex-Border fast
bowler and one of three Old Dalians to serve
two terms as ODU national president.

There was also former Border rugby star
Chow Bissell, who Ackie recalled, once
climbed the Roman Catholic Church steeple.

Introducing the guest speaker, Sid said
Ackie (who like Chow Bissell and John Page,
was an “academic disaster” at Dale) would
have been one of the stars of the aborted tour.

Reminiscing about his schooldays, Hylton
claimed two “world firsts” for Dale: Cricket's
reverse sweep and rugby’s dummy pass.

“The first dummy pass was thrown at HO
de Villiers by John Page in a game called
"fly.” (Queenians, who gave Dummy Taylor his
nicknante decades back, would challenge this but
who cares?)

The reverse sweep, we were assured, was
invented at Dale in 1961 by Charlie Raw and
Mick Bissell, years before it was developed
by a Pakistani. (Raw, Ackie told me later, was
a Transkei boy who could bat and throw both
right and left handed.)

Paying tribute to the legendary Dale crick-
et coach Percy Davis, Hylton said: “What he
did for me and Dale I could never give back.
Percy stands out above the lot.”

Hylton said he went to Dale in Std 4 and

left “a long time later.” It was time to go,
Chow Bissell said, when you fancy the teach-
ers at KHS, not the girls.
» On the Friday, Ackie told the opening
Reunion Assembly: “I was at Dale so long
that in Std 9 the staff tried to give me my Old
Dalian blazer.”

FACT FILE:

SINCE his playing days Hylton Ackerman
has been a South African and Western
Province selector and coached Province and
Boland. He was head coach at the SA Cricket
Academy for nine years and also coached the
South African A side that toured the West
Indies and the SA Under 19 side that toured
Australia and lost to the hosts in the final. He
now earns a living as a TV and radio com-
mentator.

HERE are some of the stories Hylton
Ackerman told at the breakfast:

* The strongest guy at Dale came from
Peddie - “He could squeeze an elephant’s
tusk so that milk came out.”

* How Headmaster Billy Rowles asked him
which Dalians smoked. “I said if T did
you’d never have a first rugby team. I told
him you're just a figurehead - the prefects
run the school.”

* How years after the matric dance a
Convent sister told him: ”You were the chap
who asked me to dance.”

Some of Ackie’s cricket tales which got the

biggest laughs had a familiar ring but they
are worth re-telling.
* How after the cancelled SA-Aussie tour
he and (Old Queenian) Tony Greig were
met at Adelaide airport by a short man who
invited them for a cup of tea.

“Would you mind carrying my bags while
I go to the toilet?” Ackerman asked the lit-
tle chap. Over a cup of tea, Greig asked the
bag-carrier: “Have you anything to do with
cricket in Australia?” “Yes, the name’s
Bradman,” the great man replied.

Years later Ackie received a letter from

The Don saying many people had carried
his bags and “he was glad to carry mine.”
* The first ball shown on colour TV was
bowled by Fred Truman to Northants open-
ing batsman Celin Milburn, who had had a
night out at the pub. After facing the second
ball Milburn was sick on the pitch.

“Something strange has happened” said
famous commentator John Arlot. “And it's
all in colour!”

* Famous cricket umpire David Shepherd
(still standing behind the stumps today)
when asked about South African cricketers,
told Hylton: “Some of them are not too
bright. This fellow Pringle asked me how
many balls he had bowled. I said ‘you’ve
bowled three and he said how many have I
got left? (Meryck Pringle began his school-
ing at Dale Junior but went on to
Kingswood.)

* When SA-born England Test cricketer
Alan Lamb landed in court. Sentenced to 30
days or R30 he said: “I'll take the money.”

* Once, when attending a function with
footballers Bobby and Jack Charlton and
rugby star Phil Bennett, Hylton was asked
where he came from. “King William's
Town,” he said, “somewhere between
Stutterheim and Berlin.” He was introduced
as coming from “somewhere in Germany.”

* EDITOR’S NOTE: Not a bad speech
for a guy who came last in English and
was told by a teacher: "You're the worst
student we've ever had at Dale!”

AND s0 it was that [ left Dale in 1983, with the
words of that song ringing in my ears — res-
olute not to cling to the past, to the wonderful
memories of my years at Dale - determined to
live for the future.

But 20 years on, it was wonderful to indulge
my nostalgia one more time and join a few
classmates in taking a little look back.

Perhaps the thing that struck me most, was
how little everyone had changed. Sure, the
waistlines had gone out a little and there were
a couple of candidates for Advanced Hair
Studio!

But it was uncanny how each returning
classmate was pretty much as I remembered
him! It was kind of creepy renewing our asso-
ciations, because we picked up as if we had
simply been away for our mid-term break!

So little had changed:

* Michael Beckley was still capable of raising
the roof in the Castle Pub with his war cry of

TWENTY-THREE years after receiving a life-
saving kidney from his elder brother, Tan
McCune says: “I am reasonably fit and
active.” His brother Gordon says: “I am fit, fat
and healthy.”

Ian, now 43, lives in Komga where he runs a
packaging business with another brother Neil.
Gordon is a King William’s Town attormey and
chairman of the Dale Junior Governing Body.
All three brothers are Old Dalians.

The moving story of the “kidney swap”
which followed Tan’s battle to survive on a
dialysis machine was told in TransDale in
1991.

Tan was 17 when the Dale Tamily rallied
round to support the frail Std 9 boy suffering
from kidney failure. Headmaster Billy Rowles
started a fund to buy the dialysis machine.
Donations poured in from the Border, from
Queen’s College (where he had earlier spent
two years) and from Old Dalians all over the
country.

Despite spending weeks away from school
and the strain of the dialysis machine Ian kept
studying and matriculated in 1979.

But months later it became necessary to find
a donor for a transplant operation. lan’s entire
family wanted to donate a kidney and tests
showed that Gordon was the best candidate.

Time has shown that the operation, on June
26, 1980, was a success.

After recovering from the operation lan
studied horticulture and bought a garden ser-
vice in King William’s Town. He met and mar-
ried Valerie Gowar, a Somerset East girl teach-
ing at Kaffrarian High School.

In 1996 he sold his business and joined his
brother Neil in Komga Packaging. They bulk-
buy grain products (rice, maize, sugar beans,
peas etc) and repack them into packets rang-
ing from 200g, to 10kg. They also make
maize and sorghum malt for the traditional
beer market and recently opened a small mill
to produce samp.

AT 47, Gordon McCune (matric class 1973)
says he has had no ill-effects from the opera-
tion in 1980 when he gave a kidney to his crit-
ically ill brother Ian.

But though he describes himself as “fit, fat
and healthy,” he concedes: “I am not as fit as I
should be.” He still plays squash fairly regu-
larly in the King William’s Town league, but
only social cricket. Twenty years ago he was
playing first-league cricket for Pirates.

Looking back on his life-saving gift to Ian,
he says he has always felt great satisfaction in
having been able to help.

“At the time I had no hesitation and I have
no regrets now. Donating the kidney has not
affected my life in any way.

”My relationship with Ian is very much the
same as with my other brother Neil (matric
class 1975). It has, however, brought us closer
together as we are able to share an experience
that not many other people have shared.”

“For the immediate future developing our
business in Komga is important and spending
quality time witE my family is of paramount
importance.”

GET WELL SOON, JOHN! HANG IN
THERE!

That's the message of Old Dalians throughout
South Africa to embattled John Gouverneur as he
faces a new challenge after losing half his RIGHT
leg after a five-month ordeal in hospital. Now it’s
“one down and one to play” as infection caused
by a rare blood disorder threatens his LEFT leg.

A bachelor and former woolbuyer, 74-year-old
John is one of Dale’s most generous benefactors.
He has already contributed to a number of school
facilities and is establishing a school trust fund.

When [ met wheelchair-bound John in
Durban late in July he was preparing to receive
an artificial limb — a flexible plastic prosthesis —
for his right leg, amputated below the knee in
October 2002,

But he was then visiting a hospital three or
four times a week to have the infected big toe of
his left leg nursed and dressed. He was taking
pain killers.

The disorder from which John suffers is known
as Waldenstrom after a Swedish doctor who dis-
covered it in 1944. Any wound he receives in a
limb can result in a complicated infection.
Waldenstrom, which only arrives at the age of 55
to 60, is not contagious and not hereditary.

The first indication of his illness occurred in
2001 through a blood test in France, but he suf-
fered no problem at the time.

Infection occurred for the first time later that
year after he scratched his left leg in bed while
visiting Portugal. Tt was cured after five skin
grafts but in July this year a blister on his big toe
immediately turned septic.

Faced with the possibility that his ordeal
could happen all over again, he told me: “Yes,

that's what [ am petrified of happening.”

The trouble in his right big toe began in July
2002 after an ingrown toenail was cut by a nurse.
Infection set in and for five months John was
shuttled between St Augustine’s Hospital in
Durban and the Umhlanga Hospital. First the
big toe was removed, then the other four toes,
then the ankle and finally the leg below the knee.

For nearly 16 months John has hired sisters or
nurses from a nursing services agency. In May
this year a nursing sister, Ann Bester, drove him
in his car down to King William’s Town and
back, wheeled him around the Dale campus and
cared for him over the weekend.

“It cost me an arm and a leg,” he remarked,
with a touch of unconscious humour, “but I
loved every minute of my Reunion.”

From the Thursday night reception at Dale
Junior and the opening Assembly to the induc-

tion dinner and the final Memorial Service they
attended every official function. At the Old
Dalian AGM John was elected to the union’s
executive committee,

After the Sunday service John hosted his tra-
ditional luncheon for 56 invited guests from the
Dale Family. For many it was a moving occasion.

They scored 696 points in a season, 126 more
than the record set in 1992 after 21 matches.

They beat Queen’s and Selborne twice and
trounced Grey College, Bloemfontein,
arguably the best rugby-playing school in the
country.

At the end of the season the team toured
England and Wales and remained unbeaten
in five games. The final tally was: Played 22,
won 22.

Their performance was one of the high-
lights of the opening Assembly and drew
enthusiastic applause.

Choir leader Carika de Swardt said that
because they had been so busy preparing for
amusical they did not have time - along with
sports fpractices ~ to prepare “proper” choir
songs for the Reunion. They learned the two
songs in two weeks.

“We opted to do something light and enter-
taining,” said Carika, who has been head of
the college Musgic Depattment since 1999. #]
was most surprised by the positive response
we received.”

The 25-strong choir was accompanied by
music teacher Delia Daniels on keyboard and
Grade 11 Dalian Duane Karshagen on guitar.
Delia has been teaching music and accompa-
nying the choir since 2001, but has now left
the school.

The American marching song from
“Stockade”, (DB - detention barracks - in the
SA Army), was usually sung when military
prisoners marched to and from their dining
hall. Grade 11 Dalian Somelelo Diya acted as
the squad’s drill sergeant.

“The Court of King Caractacus” by Rolfe
Hatris is a pub song meant to entertain and
amuse the audience.

(Harris is an Australian entertainer who
plays the guitar and didgeridoo, an aboriginal
wind instrament, and sings songs like
“Waltzing Mathilda” and “Tie Me Kangaroo
Down.”)

“Initially the boys (who listen mostly to
modern music) frowned on the Rolfe Harris
song,” Carika told TransDale. “I think they
thought I was crazy to expect them to learn it,
but once we got going they learned it remark-
ably quickly.

“The marching and dance steps in the
‘Stockade’ sopg took a bit of time because
some of these boys have ‘two left feet’.”

Carika said performance possibilities of
the choir were limited. “Last year we com-
bined the Dale College and Kaffrarian High
School choirs for a mixed choir of about 70
members, They performed with great success
and sang songs of many different styles ~
classical, spiritual, traditional and a combina-
tion of all these with hip-hop (rap).”

Among their performances was a notable
appearance at the 2002 Reunion,

This year the choir was preparing for “Who
Killed Jimmy Valentine?” - a stage musical
about the mysterious death of a young boy in
the taxi wars of the Cape Flats, This was
performed with KHS and De Vos Malan
Hoérskool in August.

In 2001 Carika produced the musical
“Animals”, which won the Amahlati Schools’
Drama Festival in Stutterheim. Both musicals
were written by Capetonians Michael
Williams and Allan Stephenson. Michael is
general manager and director of the Cape
Town Opera and Allan is one of South
Aftica’s most successful composers,

How to attract boarders to Dal

¢ GRANT TURNBULL, immediate past
Old Dalian national president, tells of the
union’s efforts to recruit more Dale board-
ers and to improve its communication
with Old Boys throughout the country and
abroad.

ADOPT A DALIAN! This bursary scheme has
been led by the _Toha.rmesburﬁ branch of the Old
Dalian Union and already three Gauteng boys
are benefiting from it.

Outgoing national president Grant Turnbull
said in his annual report at Reunion 2003 that
support had been received from several quar-
ters to help fund bursaries for deserving bays.

The Adopt a Dalian! concept needed to be
built on gradually by enabling donors to claim
tax relief through a Section 21 company.

“I am convinced we will see more Border-
based Old Boys sending their sons eventually
(to Dale).” He regarded the re-opening of
Presby to Dalians as a priority although the goif
academy idea had been shelved,

“If it (Presby) is not opened soon it will never
be opened,” he said. “Dale College will never
be competitive as a day school only and will
eventually fade into obscurity if the boarder
population is not increased.”

All Old Dalians should help to recruit quality
boarders by seiling the concept of “Dale
College-style education — great for building
character and independence.” The key to this

- was through communication. In Johanneshurg,
the ODU branch was employing Quita Korhaan,
a highly-skilled softwate trainer, to improve its
communications system, first by updating its
mailing list and tracking “lost” Old Dalians.

In King Willam’s Town, the Old Dalian pub
was being used reguilarly on Friday nights. This

APPEALING to Old Dalians to send their
sons to Dale, Grant Turnbull asked these chal-
lenging questions at Reunion 2003:

* WHAT school will allow your son to mix
with the future leaders of business and pol-
itics like Dale does?

* WHAT school is more likely to produce the
next Madiba?

Grant told the Reunion opening Assembly:
“Distinguish between the school that pro-
vides an education for export purposes - by
encouraging emigration - and one which pre-
pares for the rigours of this country.

“Dale has always taught us to be tough,
independent and proud of who we are - that is
why Old Dalians are made for Africa.

“If you are the intelligent, patriotic Old
Dalian, you will know what to do with your
son. I certainly did.”

HOW CAN WE HELP?

THE Old Dalian Union’s philosophy is: “What
can we do to help you?” Grant Turnbull told the
Reunion Assembly. Tt wanted to ensure that:
¢ Newly-graduated Old Dalians get jobs
through Old Dalian bosses, who could source
quality staff through the union.
* Old Dalians could advertise their services to
fellow ODs, thus helping their businesses.
* They could form business partnerships
through the Old Boy network in SA or interna-
tionally. The ODU had contact with profession-
al sports bodies interested in talented sports-
men being produced at Dale. “They want us to
help them source top players for their clubs.
“These benefits will become available once
we begin to communicate. The ground is being
prepared by the Old Dalian Union right now.”

At R1,10 a day, we got the small change

HENRY (HO) DE VILLIERS, the Old Dalian
rughy Springbok who transformed fultback
play in South Africa, was an entertaining guest
speaker at the Johannesburg Old Boys’ annual
lunch late last year. More than 100 Old Dalians
and guests attended.

Introducing HO, Johanneshurg Old Dalian
chairman Dave Sephton-Poultney told of his
“incredible” 1963 side which lost one game and
drew one.

Headmaster Russell Searle had injected an
element of steel into the organisation. He
coached the first team into a fit, aggressive, out-
fit, The Spartan conditioning helped, he said.

HO regaled his audience with memories of
Springboks such as Frik du Preez, Sid Nomis,
Mof Myburgh, Gawie Carelse, whom “we
called Gavin Chatles on the UK tour because
the Poms could not wrap their tongues around
‘Gawie Carelse.””

Others included the famous loose trio of
Tommy Bedford, Piet Greyling and Jan Ellis
and his first Springbok captain - “that fantastic
guy and colossus of a man, Dominee Dawie de
Villiers.”

“Gavin Charles,” he recalled, had become
“quite excited” one day in London when the
subject of the “Gaza Strip” came up - “he
thought the Gaza Strip was a naughty night-
club in Soho.”

HO spoke, too, of how fortunate he had been
to meet many overseas rugby Gpemonalitiesz
through rugby. These included Gareth Evans
(Lions arel Wales), Tom Kiernan (Lions and
Ireland), Dave Duckham (Lions and England),
Andy Leslie (All Blacks), Phil Kearns
(Austyalia) and Plerre Villepretx (France).

Of the change from amateur rughy fo profes-
sionalism, HO said he didn’t begrudge modern
players their earnings. “Good luck to them -

I hope they make as much as they can.

“We received a mere R1,10 a day for a Test
match. Today the players receive R75 000 a day
for a Test. A sig,nigcant change - but it appears
we only got the ‘small change!”

HO said he was thrilled to see his old team-
mate Piet Greyling at the lunch (as a guest of
his business associate, Old Dalian Peter Wales).
“Piet, the "Bok team could do with you right
now{”

He appreciated the friendship they had
maintained since 1967 - “Piet shared the ‘small
change’ with me.”

They had played most of their Tests together,
including their first two (against France in
1967) and those on tours of France in 1968 and
Britain (three-and-a-half months in 1969-70),

Comparing the game today with amateur

days, HO recalled two experiences:

* When he played for Western Province for the
first time he was told he coutd ge and buy his
Province blazer - for R25. At the time he was
earning only R85 a month - “I had to ask my
Dad if% could buy it on his buy-aid account!”
* He had to have numerous operations to his
right knee, injured in 1966. “As the medical
bills rocketed the doctor realised my financial
plight and stopped billing me because my
medical aid hacF gecorne exﬁausted.”

He claimed from the Western Province Rugby
Union and was awarded compensation of R1 a
day for the year — “the grand total of R365!"

Today, 38 years since his first game for
Western Province, he had received his first spon-
sorship - a Sun Air ticket to attend this lunch
(through the efforts of Old Dalian Mark van
Buuren, 1988 Dale cricket captain, and a director
of an associate company, MillionAir Charter.}

“Thank you for turning me into a profession-
al via Sun Air - thank you Sun Air,” he said.

“I'm sure when Piet Greyling hears this he
will be sorry he went to Hoérskool Van
Stadensrus in the Bastern Free State instead of
coming to Dalel” He joked that Piet would like
to go back to school at Dale to get his matric.

peaking of Russell Searle — “an absolute
icon of a man” ~ HO said he was not only a
headmaster and wonderful rugby coach but
a “mentor to me as a boarder, a friend and a
second father.”

Just after leaving Dale he received a “won-
derful letter” from Mr Searle predicting that he
would one day play for South Africa “and I
will be there on the day you wear the ‘Bok
jersey for the first ime.”

Sadly, Russell Searle had died before his
prediction became a reality. He was thrilled
that his son Donald was present at the lunch.

Recalling that Mr Searle had told him it was
good luck to have a Jewish player in the team,
HO was delighted to see his old friend Gerald
Rosing (“an outstanding rugby player in his
day”) at the lunch ~ “no goubt to bring us some
good luck. ”

Chipping in, Gerald said of Joel Stransky’s
1995 Rugby World Cup winning drop goal: “I
think the rabbi kicked it.”

Old Dalian 2002 national president Grant
Turnbull spoke of the “Adopt a Dalian” initia-
tive to build a fund te send junior sportsmen

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DOUBLE victories over (hueen’s, triple suc-
cesses at a festival in Gauteng and a great win
over formidable Paari Roos High shone like
beacons in a Dale rugby season of fluctuating
fortunes,

The season ended on a high note with a 25-
14 home win over Queen’s whom Dale had
beaten in Queenstown at their reunion.

The lowest point came in the third term
with a shattering 42-nil loss to Selborne, who
had won by just one penalty at the Dale
Reunion.

It was the worst-ever defeat against Dale’s
traditional Bast London rivals. (Former feacher
and coach Dave Knowles recalls that Dale went
down 44-3 against Selborne in 1988. See “Look
ahead, all is not lost” on this page.)

First XV coach Carl Spilhaus comumented:
“Unfortunately our match against Dan Pienaar
was cancelled and this proved to be part of
our downfall the week later, Selborne played
particulazly well but we certainly were not at
our best.”

Earlier in the season, after tours to
Graaff-Reinet and Krugersdorp, the pack
had settled in well and dominated the
opposition.

But, after the narrow Reunion loss against
Selborne, a number of Under 16 players had
been drafted into the backline and it was

AS a banker, transferred from one branch to
another, Old Dalian past-president Mike
Mowrant and his wife Denise lived a nomadic
life while their three boys found stability at Dale
and in the Dale family.

Now retired, Mike, who himself spent most of
his school career at a Dale hostel, has put down
roots in Port Elizabeth with his family all dose
by.

“This business is dynamic, ever-changing and
it's challenging to keep up to date with new
products,” said Haydn (matric, 1986).

“More juniors and women have started to
plc'g/ the game, which brings a new dimension
and excitement,” said Miles (1990), who apart
from being a Nomad golfer also represents
Humewood Premier side. “Miles is a good sin-
gle-figure handicap golfer,” chipped in Haydn.

“Even though cricket was my first love at
school, I later tumed to golf,” said Miles. He
remembered how their Dale cricket coach took
the team to play golf oblivious of how the game
fascinated him. (Miles won colours for cricket
and half colours for golf.)

The family is passionate about most sports,
bt golf especially stands out. Denise also plays.

Haydn, who studied marketing management,
also worked at Coca-Cola in Johannesburg in
the franchise division before he opted for the
family business.

For decades the Mourants have supported
Dale College. The college has seen three genera-
tions of this family pass through its corridors of
education, Mike's father Gervaise, originall
from Northern Rhodesia, was given a Britis
Kaffrarian Savings Bank grant to study at Dale,

Gervaise spent ten years at Dale after attend-
ing KHS in Sub A and 5ub B and was headboy
of Fuller House in his final year.

Even though there are no more Mourants at
Dale, the family is still in contact with Old
Dalians, since Mike was involved in ODU and

parent activities for 17 years in KwaZulu-Natal
and Gauteng, For five years he drove a minibus
for Natal Dalians from Pinetown every school
holiday to King William's Town and back. After
the Natal ODU branch bought a bus called
Penelope Jane (later known as Calamity Jane),
Mike was the conductor,

He was ODU national president in 1986-87
and has attended about 28 Reunions.

“I've enjoyed the camaraderie and friendship
that continues long after one leaves Dale,” said
Mike, a tradition which has been enjoyed by his
father and his children.

I-GIBBLY-I-}f What does this once-familiar Dale
rugby chant mean? Even Dale historian Lyle
(LLF) Wood (matric class1933) does not know.

He recalls that it was not original when intro-
duced to Dale rugby fans back in 1924 by a
young Dalian, Hymie Liebman of Pretoria. A
boarder at the former College House (later
Suiton), Hymie left Dale around 1928.

Popular among Dale fans and generations of
O1d Dalians ever since, it is heard less frequent-
ly today ~and even less so at this year’s Reunion.
More than ever it was needed then to spur on the
Dale first team to win their close encounter with
Selborne,

What does this old
Dale chant mean?

Chanted in full, it goes Like this; I-GIBBILI-T-
O! I-GIBBILI-I-O! I-GIBBILI-I-O! DALE!

Some Old Dalians of a different era recall it as
I-DIBBILLI-I-Q}:

One of its#most vocal exponents in recent
years was the late Bill (Bucket) Beckley (1946),
who left us in 2001 to join that great Dale “grand-
stand in the sky.”

Another ardent chanter, Old Dalian PRO Jack

Rosenberg says he is “too old” to do it now.
“Bucket used to egg me on. I miss him a Iot = it’s
not the same without him shouting at the ref and
telling the opposition to kick a drop (when
they'te about to score'a bry).”

“Bucket's” nephew, Michael Beckley (1983),

says the chant was passed on to him by his Old
Dalian father, Barry (1947), but its origin remains
a mystery.
* Are theve any Old Dalfans with long memories
who can tell us: Witat does this chant mean?
What strange language is this? Where did Hymie
Liebman find it before he brought it to Dale?
Perhaps from the “Old Transvaal.”

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» Old Dalian Peter Malherbe writes
about his change of life - from a top
position on South Africa’s biggest
newspaper to owning and running a
bar-restaurant on an island in
Thailand.

IF someone had told me a few years back that
one day | would quit the Sunday Times and
move off to live in the Far East I would have
thought they were crazy.

After ali, after 22 years the newspaper was
“in my blood” and I could not imagine waking
up on a Sunday without knowing the headlines
—and the inside stories behind them.

1 started off at the newspaper in 1980 work-
ing under two Old Dalians - Tertius Myburgh,
the editor, and Joe Sutton, the managing editor.
I was known as the “Young Old Dalian”
(Notably, both Tertius and Peter came from the
small Border town of Komga.)

Two decades later T would find myself in the
position of managing editor - and, for six
months, as acting editor of that amazing news-
paper. It had been a fulfilling, stimulating time
on the most incredible newspaper. I loved it.
And I knew I would probably be there until I
retived.

And then I went to Thailand on holiday. 1

After countless
irips to Thailand over two years, [ decided in
Octaber last year to give up my job and settle in

= Thailand for a while.

And here I still am, one year later, And truly
enjoying it. I live in Patong Beach, which is the
major tourist centre of Phuket, an island on the

| southern tip of Thaitand.

. It'snot very big — certainly smaller than King
William’s Town. But it has more than 100 hotels

#'|. and 300 bars and restaurants, so is a major

" holiday centre. I rent an apartment away from

1 the major tourist area where many of the Thai

people live,

After six months of loitering on the beach
and in the bars, a friend of mine who had also
meved here from South Africa suggested we
start up a bar to keep ourselves busy and make
- some money, And so we ended up opening and
running a bar-restaurant called Star Bar Cafe.

What a learning experience that has been!
Don’t ever underestimate the difficulty of
setting up a business in a foreign land where
you don’t understand the language, the laws or
the customs.

But we made it and have done everything
“by the book” ~ we have work permifs, pay
taxes and 1 have a one-year visa to live here.

We have made amazing friends from all over
the world in the bar; it really is very different
owning a bar to being a customer. Believe me,
you can't begin to imagine the stories I get to

hear in the early hours of the morning, Not
even the Sunday Times could match these
tales!

Qur bar has to close at 2 am, since the Thai
government began a social order campaign.
The campaign was aimed at eracking down on
the sex industry and limiting drug abuse.

Certainly the sex industry is on the way out
in Thailand - the number of go-go bars and
massage parlours has definitely declined over
the past few years — and most tourists come
here for the spas and the cuisine these days.

But, of course, it still goes on ~ and it's been
a real eye-opener living alongside many of the
gogo girls and boys, transvestites and massage
ladies!

Family and friends who have been to visit
understand the charm of Thailand, Patong
Beach is like a cross between a small Eastern
Cape village and a major ciﬂt‘ih

The atmosphere among the residents is that
of a smali town, where everybody knows what
everybody else is doing and there is a genuine
sense of community.

But that is coupled with incredible resorts, 24-
hour shopping and dining and the facilities only
cities provide, Phuket Town in the middle of the
island - about 20 minutes drive from Patong
Beach — is the commercial centre of the island.

The one thing I really miss most about South
Africa are the braais, | Jove That foed, but noth-
ing compares with a good South African braai
with lamb chaps, boerewors and steak.

Every now and again, the few South
Africans around do attempt a braai using beef
irnported from New Zealand, but it's not real_ly
the same. Now I will wait until I get home for
Christmas to get my fill again.

I keep up with the news from home bg read-
ing the Bangkok Post, a really good English

newspaper, and watching BBC or CNN. And,
of course, every Sunday I read the Sunday
Times on the internet.

I keep a close watch on our sports teams —
many Australian bars carry all t]:e rughy and
cricket matches live. I also keep track of the
Date rugby results through my brothers and
friends back in the Eastern Cape.

The number of South Africans visiting
Phuket is still relatively small ~ you certainly
don’t run into one every day. Many people go
to Bangkok, but don't bother to make the trip
down south. Believe me, it's worth it.

As international destinations go, it's very
cheap — roughly about the same cost as going
on holiday back home. A good hotel room will
cost about R300-400 a night, dinner at a Thai
restaurant about R50 and a massage on the
beach about R40!

The only thing that is quite expensive is
alcohol - a beer in a bar costs about R10-R15.
But you can buy beer and whisky at the local
supermarkets pretty cheaply.

Our bar is more reasonable than most of our
competitors — we only charge 20 baht (less than
R4) fFC)Jt a coke and 50 baht R10 for a whisky and
soda,

Everyone asks me how long I will stay and
whether I will ever go home. The answer is: I
really don’t know. I will stay for as long as I am
enjoying it and can afford it.

Iwould imagine that I will head back to South
Africa when that time comes. It's still my home
and few things can compare to a braai with
friends after watching the Springhoks beating
the Aussies or the All Blacks at rugby (pretty
rare these days, I'll admit.)

But I will have learnt a great deal from m
stay here, things that I can use back in Soutﬁ
Africa. As for going back into journalism, I'm
not sure.

Perhaps T'll just open another branch of the
Star Bar Café somewhere. Who knows? And
that's the beauty of taking a life-changing
gamble in your early 40s. You never know
where life can take you!

John (Jace) Tennier of a top
Freemasonry award he received in
Britain this year.

The Duke of Kent, as the Grand
Master of English Freemasonry,
presented the awards in Grand
Lodge and was then the main
speaker at the banquet on April 30.

PETER PRATT: All-round
sportsman, entertainer

IN most groups of classmates one
person stands ouf as a “character” —
the jester, the life and soul of the
party. In the Dale matric class of
1944 he was Peter Pratt, who has
died in George, aged 76.

An all-round sportsman, he
played first team rughby, cricket,
tennis and swimming, In [ater
years, he added golf and hockey to
his talents. “Sport was the love of
his life,” says his wife Jean. “He
did well in any sport he took up.”

A natural entertainer, Peter per-
formed with distinction at the
annual school Sing-Song, a musi-
cal and dramatic evening that has
not stood the test of time.

Later he graduated to local ama-
teur musicals. He played the
ukulele and the guitar — and he
sang.

Nine years ago when survivors
of the Class of "44 met again at the
Dale Reunion, Peter (nicknamed

HARRY HARE-BOWERS:

He loved teaching with a passion

HARRY HARE-BOWERS, who has
died in East London aged 91, loved
teaching with a passion. He taught
for 55 years — until he was 76.

Ten of those years were spent
at Dale College, where he was a
popular teacher, edited the school
magazine and coached tennis and
hockey.

“He strived to be firm but fair,”
said Old Dalian John van der
Merwe in a tribute at Harry's
funeral. “Whether in the classroom
or on the tennis court, he was
everyone’s favourite teacher, He
was always the perfect gentle-
man,”

Germiston-born Henry Thomp-
son Hare-Bowers was a sickly
child. His parents took him to
America so his grandmother, a
nurse, ¢ould help care for him.

Back in South Africa he matricu-
lated at Jan van Riebeeck College,
Cape Town, and graduated at UCT.
In 1944, after teaching at Selborne
College, Templeton High in Bed-
ford and Umtata High, he joined
the staff of Dale College, where he
had spent a brief spell as a teacher
in 1935.

On his first day he was wel-
comed by Jock Alison, chairman of
the school committee, as “Mr Hairs
Booze from Oemi-ta-ta.” This was a
story Harry loved to tell. “I was
ragged in the staff room for a long
time afterwards,” he said.

At Umtata he had taught com-
metcial subjects. “I joined Dale to
gain experience in teaching in
English, Afrikaans, Latin, history
and mathematics,” he wrote later.
He held degrees from UCT in
English and Nederlands and a
UNISA degree in Latin and
English.

He taught at Dale until 1954
except for six-month spell as vice-
principal of Stutterheim High

Pieppie) entertained his old mates
at a private lunch.

That evening he was persuaded
to repeat it at the Old Dalian din-
ner-dance. The song he made his
own was a naughty version of that
catchy old melody, “Are You
Lonesome Tonighl?” Once again
Peter was the life and soul of the
patty.

Petar came to Dale from
Johannesburg after attending King
Edward VI Prep School. He was
awarded colours for cricket in his
last three years and for rughy and
tennisg in his matric year. He was a
member of the Dale swimming
team which won the Athlone
Shield in 1944.

He joined the Army and served
in Egypt and Ialy in the final
months of the Second World War.
Returning to Johannesburg, he
became a sales representative for a
printing company and captained

School and left to become principal
of Peddie Secondary School.

The Dale College Magazine said
he had served the school with dis-
tinction both as a conscientious
teacher and an able and energefic
editor. In the days when teachers
played for the school, he represent-
ed Dale in the Border hockey

eague.
After nine years at Peddie, Harry
moved to the Grahamstown

Training College as a senior lectur-
er — one of the college’s first male
lecturers, When the college closed
he taught Latin and coached tennis
at Graeme College until he retired
at 76 in 1988,

Harry was married for 42 years to
Phyllis, née Stanton, who died in
1983. At 72, he married Rosemary, a
widow who had herself been mar-
ried for 31 years.

John Sadler, who was at Dale
during the 1940s as a wartime evac-
uee from Britain, recalls that Harry
was his hockey coach. From
Ontario, Canada, John writes: “I
broke his knee with my stick dur-
ing a game. For days afterwards |
had to take him to school on the bar
of my bike.”

In 1994 Harry and Rosemary
joined veterans of the 1944 matric
class at the Dale Reunion. Former
first team tennis player Peter Pratt
{(whose death is reported on this
page) then degcribed Haxry as “the
underarm tennis coach,” because
Harry always served the ball under-
arm.

Harry died on August 22. He

PERCY
BLAKEMORE:

Sportsman of
many talents

PETER (Percy) BLAKEMORE
(matric class 1953), an all-round
sportsman who played provincial
cricket in the early 1960s, has died
in Kimberley, aged 68.

At Dale, he played first team
cricket, rughy and tennis, He
was also a member of the athlet-
ics team that took part in the
Eastern Provincial and Border
championships for the Hirsch
Shield.

His nickname of Percy origi-
nated at Dale and was based on
Sir Percy Blakeney, the main
character in a setwork boolk, “The
Scarlet Pimpernel.” He was
known as Percy for the rest of his
life,

A leftrarm medium-paced
bhowler and right-hand batsman,
Percy played cricket for Dale for
three years.

He was a member of the team
that won the Butt Shield in the
1951-52 season by topping the
King William's Town and District
senior cricket league for the first
time since 1925, Dale won the
shield again the following sea-
s0m,

At rugby, while a centre, he
was described as the “most versa-
tile player in the First XV” in
1952, But he broke his wrist in his
third game for the team in 1953
and was out for the rest of the sea-
son.

Percy played for Border
Schools at cricket and after leav-
ing school for Border at squash,
Border Country Districts at crick-
et and Griquas at cricket, rugby,
squash and bowls.

He leaves his wife Pat, two
children Stephen and Sharon, six
grandchildren and a sister Joan.

© FELLOW teachers catled him

Evan Campbell Workman, who
died in Cape Town on June 8 this
year, was one of Dale’s most-loved
and longest-serving teachers. He
was 97.

Shops gave virtually his whole
“career to Dale, He taught at the col-
" lege for 41 years - including 17 as
‘'warden of Presby, the Presbyterian
Hostel, Iater known as Paterson
House. He served five headmasters,
of whom two had been his pupils.
“ He was the last surviver of a
“band of stalwart teachers that
“gerved Dale College for decades
“from the late 1920s until years after
ithe Second World War.

“5 In those difficult years of the
1930s Depression, a war in which
Rundreds of Old Dalians died and
iri. the years of adjustment that
followed, these teachers gave Dale
he stability it needed.
~Thousands of Dalians passed
through Shops (or Shoppie} Work-
an’s hands in the senior science
anid maths class. For the last eight
yéars before his retirement in 1968
he 'was a member of the Paterson
House Hostel Commitiee; for the
ast’ three he was second vice-
principal of the college.

“iIn a farewell tribute, the 1968
‘Dalé Magazine said he had filled
hese positions “with his custom-
iy efficiency and clear-sighted-
ness,” He had given 41 years of his
ife to the school.

“Mr and Mrs Workman have
served Dale admirably and, amidst
a changing world with fluctuating
standards, have helped to provide
that stability that is so essential.”

Shops lost the sight of his right
eye in an accident in the science lab-
oratory at DPale College in 1938, An
explosion occurred during an exper-
iment he was conducting involving
copper oxide and hydrogen.

Born in Cambridge, East London,
the son of an Irish Presbyterian
minister, Shops came to Dale in
1928, He had matriculated at Gill
College, Somerset East, graduated
BSc at Rhodes University and
taught for two years at Victoria
West.

After 12 years ag assistant house-
master, he succeeded Presby’s first
warden, the Rev Neil (Bull)
Paterson, in 1940 and held this post
unti] 1958,

Having represented Rhodes at
cricket and tennis, he coached these
sports at Dale for several years, He
was an officer in the Cadet Corps for
eight years.

Soon after his arrival at Dale he
met a young Kaffrarian High School
teacher, Betty Gibson, on the way to
King by train. Their marriage was to
last more than 50 years.

* OLD DALIAN Rowan Algie {matric
class 1957} knew Shops Workman
as a boarder, as a teacher and as
a friend. Here he pays tribute to
his former housemaster and col-
feague, whom he describes as “a
special man.”

Rowan, who later became head-
master of Wynberg Boy's High
Schaol, delivered the eulogy at the
funeral service in Cape Town.

He never made an immediate
decision. He would always “chew
on it” His decisions were always
such that you never felt unfairly
cheated.

On their marriage eve Shops was
a victim of a cruel schoolboy prank.
Ingensitive youths trashed his
bedroom and slashed his wedding
suit. At the 11th hour Shops hired
another.

Years later, bearing no grudge,
Shops gave one of the perpetrators
lifts to Old Dalian functions in Port
Elizabeth.

Betty bore Shops twins, Hugh
and Paddy, and for his entire career
was right behind him in his efforts
for Dale and Presby. For years they
co-produced the annual Dale Sing
Song, a traditional institution that
has not survived modern trends in
school entertainment.

After Shops retired in 1968 he
and Betty moved to Port Elizabeth
where he taught science and maths
for about five years at Theodor
Herzl, a private school in Walmer.
After Betty's death at age 80 in 1984
he lived in retirement homes in
Walmer and the city.

As his health declined he moved
again last year — to the frail care
secton of the Helen Keller home
in Pinelands, Cape Town, closer to
his son Hugh, a retired chartered
accountant and businessman, and
his daughter-in-law Tanya, who live
in Claremont.

Known to friends and Old
Dalians as Chops, Hugh spent six
years at Dale Primary and matricu-
lated at Grey High School in Port
Elizabeth before graduating at
Rhodes.

His twin sister, Paddy Gilbert,
emigrated to Brisbane, Australia,
with her husband and family last
November.

The funeral service was held at
the Congregational Church in
Claremont.
